When does the swimming season begin and end? The
season will begin on June 13, 2009 and will end on Labor
Day, September 7, 2009.

2. Can I bring guests to the pool? Yes, you may purchase a
seasonal pass or pay for individual guests at the gate.

3. Can children be left unattended at the pool? Yes,
children 12 year olds and older can be left at the pool without
supervision.

4. TIs there a snack bar? No, we encourage members to bring
picnic lunches and dinners.

5. Is there a baby pool? Yes, we have a shallow kiddy pool

adjacent our main pool.

6. Are there life guards at the pool? Yes, we employee

Certified Red Cross Life Guards, who are on duty during pool

operating hours.

persons are allowed.

8. Are parties permissible at the pool? Yes, however,
members are required to speak with the USAI Manager who
will check scheduling availability and ensure that the club is
staffed adequately. The pool may also be rented after hours
for larger gatherings.

The University pool was started by a group of
Rutgers University faculty and senior level
administrators. The group got together in the
winter of 1960. They wanted a place where
people could go to have a nice peaceful place
to relax and to swim. After looking at vacant
campus land, they chose the present site of the
pool because it was quiet and surrounded by
trees. They leased the land from the Univer-
sity and started building the pool with money
raised by selling bonds to members. The pool
was finished and opened by the summer of

1961.
